1 - 1.5 Extreme Risk:  Death of worker is an immediate risk. Action is required to reduce hazard – work MUST NOT to proceed until situation appropriately remedied more safer.





2 – 2.5 Serious Risk: Permanent injury or illness to a worker experiencing significant lost time and/or restriction to be able to perform duties. Attempt to reduce risk exposure through risk controls.





3 – 3.5 Major Risk: Injury/illness most likely will eventuate in a lost time injury, involving some medical expenses and some physical restriction.





4 – 4.5 Moderate Risk: First Aid Treatment only – no lost time.





5 Minimal: No Injury – Report incident.





When assessing Risk Level value ALWAYS go to the lower number when in doubt





Frequent= Expected to occur either immediately or within a short period


Likely = Will probably occur in most given circumstances for the nature of the task


Possible = Given the nature and history of the task injury/illness is a known event


Unlikely = Less likely than ‘possible’ but remains a known event


Rare = Unlikely to occur, however, if it should it is a reportable event
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
